CCD (PREP) Information - Parish Religious Education Program 
 

PREP registration for September is now PAST DUE!  If you haven’t 
registered your child for CCD, please do so immediately.  You can 
get forms in the back of church or at the rectory.  A fee of $60 
should accompany the registration form. 
 

Regular CCD class begins on Monday, September 20, from 6:00 to 
7:00pm, in the school building. 
 

BOTH the second and third grade classes will receive the Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation and First Communion this year. 
 

The sixth grade class will receive Confirmation on October 20.  A 
Confirmation Parent Meeting will be held in church on Monday, 
September 27, at 6:15pm.  At least one parent MUST attend.  This 
is for BOTH CCD parents and parents of children who attend HS-
SJF School.  Sponsors for Confirmation must request a “Letter of 
Eligibility” from their pastor.  This letter is a requirement and is 
due to the DRE by September 27.  There is a $40 fee for Confirma-
tion which covers the cost of the Confirmation robe, certificate, 
prayer services, retreat, and pizza supper.
